An Adjourned Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on
Wednesday, July 24, 2019, at the offices of the District, 1391 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President MacKenzie called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. ROLL CALL

Directors present: Vasquez, Dorey, Sanchez, and MacKenzie.

Directors absent: Miller.

Staff present: Brett Hodgkiss, General Manager; Ramae Ogilvie, Assistant Secretary of the Board;
Don Smith, Director of Water Resources; Randy Whitmann, Director of Engineering; Frank Wolinski,
Director of Operations and Field Services; and Marlene Kelleher, Director of Administration.

Other attendees: None.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Director Dorey led the pledge of allegiance.

4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

19-07-77 Upon motion by Director Visquez, seconded by Director Dorey and unanimously carried
(4 ayes: Visquez, Dorey, Sanchez, and MacKenzie; 1 absent: Miller), the Board of
Directors approved the agenda as presented.

5. PUBLIC COMMENT TIME
No public comments were presented on items not appearing on the agenda.

6. CONSENT CALENDAR

19-07-78 Upon motion by Director Sanchez, seconded by Director Dorey; and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Visquez, Dorey, Sanchez, and MacKenzie; 1 absent: Miller), the Board
of Directors approved the Consent Calendar, including Resolution No. 19-22 approving
disbursements.

A. Fiscal Year 2019 Capital Outlay Carryover

See staff report attached hereto. Staff recommended and the Board approved the Fiscal Year 2019
Capital Outlay Carryover.
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Director Sanchez requested clarification on the total dollars carried over from one year to the next
on the Capital Outlay Carryover report. He stated he understands that the Capital Budget is a projection of
the District’s future infrastructure and equipment needs which enables it to develop a financial blueprint to
accommodate said needs. He acknowledged that delays outside of the District’s control happen; however,
he queried if the Capital Budget could be more realistically forecasted to avoid capital carryover from year
to year. Director Sanchez questioned whether the capital carryover costs are passed on to District ratepayers.

General Manager Brett Hodgkiss clarified that the capital outlay shown on the report has already
been included in the calculation of rates and charges in the fiscal year in which it was budgeted and has no
further fiscal impact on ratepayers. He stated that during the budgeting process staff reviews capital projects
closely and assesses whether a project can be completed in the forecasted timeline, barring unforeseen
circumstances. He added that staff also reviews each project on a quarterly basis to ensure that its budget
and timeline forecast are still realistic.

The Board reviewed the items on the Capital Outlay Carryover report and were of the collective
opinion that most of the projects were being carried over due to extenuating circumstances. President
MacKenzie suggested that the discussion be tabled until the Board reviews next year’s budget at which
time it can review the Capital Budget with this discussion in mind.

B. Paving Services

See staff report attached hereto. Staff recommended and the Board authorized the General Manager
to execute a contract with SealRight Paving, Inc. for paving services on Warmlands Avenue in an amount
of $101,651.25.

7. CALIFORNIA SPECIAL DISTRICTS ASSOCIATION BOARD OF DIRECTORS
ELECTION, SOUTHERN NETWORK, SEAT B

The Board reviewed the candidates for the California Special Districts Association (CSDA) Board
of Directors Election, Southern Network, Seat B. President MacKenzie suggested the Board consider
candidates with no less than three or four years of experience serving a special district. She noted that none
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of the candidates provided information on what they would do as a CSDA Board member or what skills
they would bring to the table that would be of value to the CSDA Board. President MacKenzie stated that
Kathleen Tiegs of Cucamonga Valley Water District and Lindsay Woods of Hesperia Recreation and Park
District appeared to be the most qualified candidates. The Board discussed the matter briefly, and took the
following action:

8. CALL FOR NOMINATIONS FOR ASSOCIATION OF CALIFORNIA WATER
AGENCIES PRESIDENT AND VICE PRESIDENT

The Board discussed the matter briefly and declined to take action.

9. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY
WATER AUTHORITY

See staff report attached hereto.

Mr. Hodgkiss reported on the recent Member Agencies Managers’ (MAM) meeting he attended at
the San Diego County Water Authority (Water Authority) where discussions centered on the Notice of
Violation that the Water Authority had received for a treatment process failure at the Twin Oaks Water
Treatment Plant. Mr. Hodgkiss noted that Water Authority mailed about 300,000 postcards to customers
who may have received water from the treatment plant during the period that the violation occurred; the
Water Authority only received 70 phone calls in response to the postcard notification. Mr. Hodgkiss stated
that the calls focused on wanting to know if the water was safe; why it took so long to notify customers;
and if the water was safe, why did you spend money to notify customers. He also said that there would be
a future meeting between the General Managers and the Operating heads to debrief the matter.

10. MEETINGS AND EVENTS
See staff report attached hereto.

Directors Dorey and Vasquez reported on their attendance at the Southern California Water
Coalition meeting on July 19, 2019 where they heard a panel discussion on San Diego's “all-of-the-above"
approach to water reliability. The panel featured Water Authority Board Chair Jim Madaffer as well as
Amy Dorman from the City of San Diego and Stephanie Gaines from the San Diego County Watershed
Protection Program.

Director Vasquez reported on his attendance at the Legislative Round-Up hosted by the Water
Authority on July 15, 2019 where Senator Brian Jones spoke about various pieces of water related
legislation. He also stated that Senator Jones gave an overview of the political landscape in Sacramento
and indicated that Governor Newsom has a big challenge in front of him dealing with the myriad of water
issues facing California.

President MacKenzie requested to attend the Urban Water Institute Annual Water Conference in
San Diego on August 14-16, 2019. She also requested attendance at the CSDA Quarterly Dinner Meeting
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on August 15,2019 in San Diego. Director Vasquez requested to attend the Association of California Water
Agencies (ACWA) Fall Conference on December 3-6, 2019 in San Diego.

19-07-80 Upon motion by Director Sanchez, seconded by Director Visquez and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vasquez, Dorey, Sanchez, and MacKenzie; 1 absent: Miller), the Board
of Directors authorized President MacKenzie to attend the Urban Water Institute Annual
Water Conference on August 14-16, 2019 and the CSDA Quarterly Dinner Meeting on
August 15, 2019; and authorized Director Visquez to attend ACWA Fall Conference on
December 3-9, 2019.

11. ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS AND/OR PRESS RELEASES

Mr. Hodgkiss reviewed the items for future agendas, stating that the “San Pasqual Undergrounding
Project update” and the “Buena Creek (HB) Reservoir Rehabilitation Project fencing and paving” items
were being scheduled for the August 7 meeting. Mr. Hodgkiss stated that a “Member Agency Engagement”
Presentation by the San Diego County Water Authority” was also being scheduled for the August 7 meeting.
Director Vasquez requested that the Board receive an update on the “Edgehill (E) Reservoir and Pump
Station Project” at a future meeting. Mr. Hodgkiss said that ACWA considerations for Committee
Appointments would be scheduled for a meeting in September.

12. COMMENTS BY DIRECTORS

Director Vasquez reported on several noteworthy newspaper articles he had read including one
concerning Cadiz, Inc.’s sale of desert aquifer water to southern California cities, which has been delayed
due to environmental groups pushing for more oversight and review. Director Vasquez also reported on an
article regarding climate change, which predicted shorter winters and more severe rainstorms.

13. COMMENTS BY GENERAL MANAGER

Mr. Hodgkiss reminded the Board about the Water Supply Planning Study workshop scheduled for
August 8, stating that the packets would go out early next week in advance of the packets for the August 7
Board meeting to allow ample time for review. Mr. Hodgkiss wished Director Sanchez a happy birthday.

There being no further business to come before the Board, at 10:20 a.m., President MacKenzie
adjourned the meeting.

SUBJECT: FISCAL YEAR 2019 CAPITAL OUTLAY CARRYOVER

These amounts represent items that were previously approved by the Board, but due to timing, construction delays
outside the District’s control and unforeseen circumstances, have not been finalized as of June 30, 2019. The
attached schedule indicates the capital items to be carried over.

SUBJECT: PAVING SERVICES

RECOMMENDATION: Authorize the General Manager to execute a contract with SealRight Paving, Inc.
for paving services on Warmlands Avenue in an amount of $101,651.25.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION: None.

FISCAL IMPACT: $101,651.25

SUMMARY: The District solicited bids from fourteen contractors for final asphalt repairs for this project.
Five contractors attended the mandatory job walk, and four responsive bids were received. SealRight Paving,
Inc. responded with the lowest bid.

DETAILED REPORT: District staff installed approximately 1,900 feet of 8-inch PVC pipe on Warmlands
Avenue. This phase of the project replaced 8-inch Nipponite pipe that was installed in the early 1960s. Bids
were solicited for approximately 8,400 square feet of asphalt repair work. The contractor will be required to
pave in two phases (separate mobilizations) per County of San Diego standards. Bid results are as follows:

GO-2.3 Board Officers

The President and Vice President are the elected officers of the Association.

2.3.1 President

The President is an elected officer of the Association and presides at all meetings of the Board, the
Executive Committee, and the general membership. The President is responsible to the Board of
Directors and the general membership for the duties established by the Bylaws.

2.3.1.1 Duties and Authority
Within the limits of Bylaws and the Duties and Authorities established for Board members, and in
coordination with the Executive Director, the President:

e Serves on the ACWA Board and presides at all meetings.

e Serves as the chair of the Executive Committee and presides at all meetings.
