MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
VISTA IRRIGATION DISTRICT
April 6, 2022

A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on Wednesday,
April 6, 2022 at the offices of the District, 1391 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Miller called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. ROLL CALL

Directors present: Miller, Vasquez, Sanchez, and MacKenzie.

Directors absent: Dorey.

Staff present: Brett Hodgkiss, General Manager; Lisa Soto, Secretary of the Board; Don Smith,
Director of Water Resources; Randy Whitmann, Director of Engineering; Frank Wolinski, Director of
Operations and Field Services; Mark Saltz, Water Resources Specialist; Marlene Kelleher, Director of
Administration; and Ramae Ogilvie, Administrative Assistant. General Counsel Elizabeth Mitchell of
Burke, Williams & Sorensen was also present.

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7. ASSOCIATION OF CALIFORNIA WATER AGENCIES JOINT POWERS INSURANCE
AUTHORITY REFUND CHECK PRESENTATION

See staff report attached hereto.

President Miller introduced Rincon del Diablo Municipal Water District Director David Drake,
who was in attendance representing the Association of California Water Agencies (ACWA) Joint Powers
Insurance Authority (JPIA). Mr. Drake presented the District with a refund check for excess policy
premiums paid, and he commended the District for its good efforts resulting in the refund.

The Board thanked Mr. Drake for his presentation. General Manager Brett Hodgkiss thanked the
Board for its support in allocating the resources that allow staff to undertake projects and programs that
reduce claims. He also commended staff for its efforts.

8. DIVISION REPORTS
See staff report attached hereto.

Mr. Hodgkiss updated the Board regarding the repairs made to a section of the Vista Flume, referred
to as Beehive Bench (photos attached hereto as Exhibit A). He stated that the damage was noted during a
monthly inspection, and staff repaired the damaged 40-foot section of flume in one week. Mr. Hodgkiss
noted that the rest of the 450-foot section of Beehive Bench is also in need of repairs. Director of Operations

and Field Services Frank Wolinski provided clarification regarding the repairs that were performed on
Beehive Bench.

9. TREATMENT OF HARMFUL ALGAL BLOOMS IN LAKE HENSHAW

See staff report attached hereto.

Director of Water Resources Don Smith provided an overview of the services to be provided by
Aquatechnex LLC related to the treatment of harmful algal blooms (HABs) in Lake Henshaw. He stated
that the initial treatment of HABs in Lake Henshaw was done on March 14 and 15, 2022 using the City of
Escondido’s algaecide applicator, Marine Biochemists. The data drawn from the initial treatment showed
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no significant effect on the HABs in the lake, suggesting that a higher dosage of peroxide may be required
in future treatments and/or that a different algaecide be used, such as a copper-based algaecide.

Mr. Smith stated that staff recommends that the District engage its own contractor for future
activities related to the treatment of HABs in Lake Henshaw. He stated that the City of Escondido will share
in the cost of treatment equally with the District. Mr. Hodgkiss stated that HABs treatment costs are not
included in the current budget; said costs will be included in the Fiscal Year 2023 budget request.

22-04-35 Upon motion by Director Visquez, seconded by Director Sanchez and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vidsquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller; 1 absent: Dorey), the Board
of Directors authorized the General Manager to execute an as-needed services
agreement with Aquatechnex LLC to provide services related to the treatment of harmful
algal blooms in Lake Henshaw in an amount not to exceed $600,000.

10. DISTRICT COMMITTEES

Authority) Board of Directors Mona Rios has resigned from this position, and Mel Katz was appointed to
complete the unexpired term for the position. President Miller also reported on the discussions regarding
the Water Authority’s rate setting process and its budget development.

Mr. Hodgkiss reported on a virtual meeting that he attended regarding rate setting by the Water
Authority for 2023; the potential financial impacts of Governor Newsom’s recent Executive Order, which
included requirements to implement water use restrictions, was briefly discussed.

She stated that the Colorado River Compact expires in 2026, and the
symposium featured experts from various fields in law, public policy, and science, to discuss strategies for
sharing water, engaging tribes, integrating environmental considerations and adapting to climate change.

e Harmful Algal Blooms

o Performed sampling for Harmful Algal Blooms (HABs) in Lake Henshaw on February 22 and
28, and March 7, 14, 16, 18 and 22. Results for anatoxin-a and microcystin have been below
the “Caution” advisory threshold. Henshaw releases resumed between February 24 and March
11, 2022 and again between March 23 and March 28, 2022.

o Treated HABs in Lake Henshaw with a peroxide based algaecide on March 14 and 15, 2022
using the City of Escondido’s algaecide applicator.

e San Pasqual Undergrounding Project (SPUP)

o Following a delay to assess preliminary archeological findings, excavation of the tunnel
portals for the crossing of the riparian area has recommenced.

o At the recommendation of the contractor, the City of Escondido (Escondido) has approved an
alternate retaining wall design (soil nails vs. poured-in-place construction) near the desilting
basin that will simplify construction logistics.

o After reassessing construction sequencing, the contractor has recommended, and Escondido
has accepted, taking the Escondido Canal (Canal) out of service beginning March 30, 2022 to
facilitate construction activities near the desilting basin; it is anticipated that the Canal will be
out of service until November 2022. While the construction of the SPUP will interrupt
deliveries of local water to Lake Wohlford and the District due the Canal being out of service,
the work will not interrupt delivery of local water to the Rincon Band.

o Additional SPUP activities in April include potholing of utilities in Lake Wohlford Road and
relocating utilities of known conflict.

e Began reconfiguring fencing in three pastures to protect water quality.

The District has replaced approximately 9.67 miles of Nipponite pipe since 2002. Of the 6.25 miles
of Nipponite pipe remaining in the system, replacement of 0.85 miles is currently in design and
0.26 miles is in construction.

The District has replaced approximately 6,900 feet (1.31 miles) of pipe (steel — 4,415 feet, PVC —

SUBJECT: TREATMENT OF HARMFUL ALGAL BLOOMS IN LAKE HENSHAW

RECOMMENDATION:  Authorize the General Manager to execute an as-needed services agreement with
Aquatechnex LLC to provide services related to the treatment of harmful algal blooms in Lake Henshaw in an
amount not to exceed $600,000.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION: The Board authorized the General Manager to execute a professional services
agreement with Stillwater Sciences to provide services related to the management and mitigation of HABs in
Lake Henshaw on February 3, 2021.

FISCAL IMPACT: The Harmful Algal Blooms (HABs) Treatment as-needed services agreement is proposed
for an amount not to exceed $600,000. The project is being pursued jointly by the District and City of Escondido
(Escondido) per the terms of the 2017 Local Entities’ Agreement. The District will be administering the
agreement for this project; however, the project cost will be shared equally by the District and Escondido,
resulting in a net cost to the District of up to $300,000.

SUMMARY: The District prepared a Request for Proposal (RFP) in order to solicit bids for the application
of algaecides to treat HABs in Lake Henshaw. The RFP was sent to four qualified applicators, and the District
received responses from Marine Biochemists and Aquatechnex.

The RFP asked each respondent to propose costs to provide a single treatment at Lake Henshaw with each of
three different algaecides (total of three applications of algaecide): chelated copper (similar to Cutrine Plus);
copper compound plus phosphorus binding agent (similar to SeClear); and hydrogen peroxide compound
(similar to Phycomycin). Each proposal also included insurance and bonding, preparation of an Application
Plan, and preparation of an annual report as required by the District’s aquatic pesticide permit. The proposed
cost by each respondent is as follows:

Bidder Bid Amount
Aquatechnex LLC $235,810.00
Marine Biochemists $348,335.20

The as-needed services agreement will require the contractor to furnish material and services according to the
unit costs included in their proposal. The agreement amount (not to exceed limit of $600,000) will allow the
District, Escondido and their HABs consultant (Stillwater Sciences) flexibility to structure a course of multiple
treatments as needed to implement the recommendations arising out of the HABs Management and Mitigation
Plan through June 30, 2023. For reference, the proposed upper limit would allow up to five treatments using a
peroxide based algaecide; actual lake treatment may employ other treatment strategies in accordance with the
HABs Management and Mitigation Plan.

DETAILED REPORT: Stillwater Sciences is preparing a draft HABs Management and Mitigation Plan that
will be presented to the Board this summer, which will identify a set of short term and long term strategies to
minimize the effects of HABs on the beneficial uses of local water in the Local Water System. Among those
strategies are: the treatment of cyanobacterial blooms in Lake Henshaw with algaecides to prevent or minimize
the production of cyanotoxins; the removal of the nutrient phosphorus from the system to limit cyanobacterial




growth; and the sealing of sediments in Lake Henshaw to limit the release of nutrients from the sediments to
the water column. The as-needed services agreement for the treatment of HABs in Lake Henshaw will allow
flexibility to implement several of these strategies and assess how long the treatments will last and how
effective they will be. A significant goal of the effort will be to prevent the disruption of local water deliveries
due to elevated cyanotoxin levels.

An initial algaecide treatment was performed at Lake Henshaw on March 14 and 15, 2022 by an algaecide
applicator (Marine Biochemists) under contract to the City of Escondido. The effects of that algaecide
application on lake water quality are currently being evaluated.

Summary of Draft STREAM Act
“Support To Rehydrate the Environment, Agriculture and Municipalities Act”

e Authorizes the following funding:

o $750 million for storage and conveyance projects, including $50 million for natural
water retention and release projects

$300 million for water recycling projects
$250 million in environmental restoration funding
$150 million in desalination funding

$100 million for drinking water assistance to disadvantaged communities

O O O O O

$150 million for loans at 30-year Treasury rate for water supply projects (expected to
make available $8 to $12 billion in lending authority under OMB scoring protocols)

o Expedites water recycling and desalination projects, and non-federal storage projects with
less than $250 million in federal funding, by allowing Interior to approve the projects

o This legislation is needed in the wake of the WIIN Act’s expiration in December 2021.
Absent this provision, Congress must individually authorize all water recycling, desalination
and storage projects, with the exception of projects that receive construction funding under
the bipartisan infrastructure legislation.

o Allowing projects to proceed with Interior’s approval avoids frequent, lengthy delays in the
Congressional approval process.

¢ Requires Congressional approval of future federal storage projects and non-federal storage
projects with over $250 million in federal funding. Congressional approval is appropriate for
the federal and most expensive projects. Shortens timeline for Congressional approval of these
projects through a “Reclamation WRDA” process where Reclamation notifies Congress of
completed feasibility studies each year to set up an orderly process to authorize projects.

e Grandfathers storage projects that receive construction funding from the $1.15 billion
storage pot in the bipartisan infrastructure legislation so they can receive storage funds
authorized under this bill and they do not need further authorization to complete construction.

e Federal non-reimbursable grants are available for non-Federal storage projects funded
by the bill only if they have public benefits that are provided either directly as part of the
project or through federal spending on environmental benefits in the same watershed
approved as part of a watershed plan adopted together with the project. Non-federal storage
projects with water supply benefits only are eligible for reimbursable funding.

e Projects to repair aging Reclamation infrastructure are authorized to include modified
components with additional public benefits or other project benefits, if the modification
increases costs by less than 25% (or less than $25 million for projects under $100 million).

e During droughts, Interior can implement emergency drought relief projects through
building permanent facilities, if those facilities are supported by the State where the
projects are located and require a federal investment of less than $30 million.

o Current law allows Interior only to install temporary facilities during droughts, with the
exception of groundwater wells.

o Given the increased frequency of droughts, it seems more efficient to install permanent
facilities than to frequently install and remove temporary facilities.
