
MINUTES OF THE ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

April 20, 2022

The Adjourned Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on
Wednesday, April 20, 2022 at the offices ofthe District, 1391 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Miller called the meeting to order at 9:00 am.

2. ROLL CALL

Directors present: Miller, Vásquez, Sanchez, and MacKenzie.

Directors absent: None.

Staff present: Brett Hodgkiss, General Manager; Lisa Soto, Secretary of the Board; Don Smith,
Director of Water Resources; Randy Whitmann, Director of Engineering; Frank Wolinski, Director of
Operations and Field Services; Marlene Kelleher, Director of Administration; Mark Saltz, Water Resources
Specialist; Jessica Sherwood, Water Resources Office Assistant; and Ramae Ogilvie, Administrative
Assistant. General Counsel Elizabeth Mitchell of Burke, Williams & Sorensen was also present.

Other attendees: Kristine Preston of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Director MacKenzie led the pledge of allegiance.

4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

22-04-40 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Vásquez and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vdsquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of Directors
approved the agenda as presented.

5. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

No public comments were presented on items not appearing on the agenda.

6. CONSENT CALENDAR

General Counsel Elizabeth Mitchell suggested a correction to Item 6.D of the Consent Calendar,
Minutes of Board of Directors meeting on April 6, 2022, to indicate that the reports made following the
three closed session items (agenda Items 17, 18 and 19) were made by General Counsel Mitchell.

22-04-41 Upon motion by Director Vásquez, seconded by Director Sanchez and unanimou
carried (4 ayes: Vásquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of Directors
approved the Consent Calendar with amendments made to Item 6.D, and including
Resolution No. 22-17 approving disbursements.
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A. Paving services

See staffreport attached hereto. Staffrecommended and the Board authorized the General Manager
to amend the existing agreement with Joe’s Paving, Inc. to provide paving services on District projects in
an amount not to exceed $725,000.

B. Acknowledgement of Easements

See staff report attached hereto. Staff recommended and the Board acknowledged existing
easements via Tract Map for a multi-family development known as Green Oak Villas, consisting of 07
townhornes on approximately 8.0 gross acres owned by Beazer Homes Holdings, LLC, located at the
northeast corner of Sycamore Avenue and Green Oak Road within the City of Vista (LN 2020-0 1 7; APN
217-20-38, 39, 73, 74; DIV NO 5).

C. Grant of Right of Way and Quitclaim Deed

(F39) and approve Quitclaim Deed (697) for a single-family residential lot consisting ofapproximately 0.84
gross acres, owned by Dan Frame, located at I 0 7 La Rueda Road, Vista (LN 202 1 -036; APN I 8 1 -2 0-10;
DIV NO 5).

D. Minutes of Board of Directors meeting on April 6, 2022

7. SURVEY OF TRICOLOR BLACKBIRD ON DISTRICT LAND

See staff report attached hereto.

Director of Water Resources Don Smith introduced Kristine Preston of the United States
Geological Survey (USGS) who provided an informational report via a PowerPoint presentation (attached
hereto as Exhibit A) regarding the San Diego Management and Monitoring Program and the 2022
Tricolored Blackbird Surveys. Following brief discussion and clarifications provided by Ms. Preston, the
Board took the following action:
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22-04-42 Upon motion by Director Sanchez, seconded by Director MacKenzie and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vásquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of Directors
grantedAECOM’s requestfor access to District lands on the Warner Ranch to perform
biological surveys of the tricolor blackbird for the San Diego Management and
Monitoring Program.

The Board requested that the District receive a report ofthe findings from the survey. Ms. Preston
responded that a report will be provided, and she offered to return and provide an update in the future.

8. VACANCY OF DIRECTOR’S SEAT—DIVISION 3

See staff report attached hereto.

General Manager Brett Hodgkiss reviewed the options available to the Board for filling the vacancy
in Division 3 due to the passing of Director Paul Dorey on April 8, 2022. He stated that the Registrar of
Voters was notified ofthe vacancy on April 12, 2022; the vacancy must be filled within 60 days following
the effective date ofthe vacancy (by June 7, 2022). The Board discussed the matter and decided to fill the
vacancy by appointment via an application and interview process. Mr. Hodgkiss reviewed the locations for
posting the vacancy as well as other outreach activities. Director Vásquez suggested posting the vacancy
at the Gloria McClellan Senior Center located within Division 3.

Mr. Hodgkiss stated that the Board is required to post the vacancy for 1 5 days; he suggested posting
the vacancy for 30 days to get as many applications as possible with the deadline being May 23, 2022 at
3 :00 p.m. The Board agreed with that strategy and scheduled interviews for June 1 , 2022 with the start time
to be determined based on the number of interviews to be conducted. During the discussion about selecting
a date for interviews, two of four Board members indicated that they would be unable to attend the May
25, 2022 Board meeting in-person at the District office or via teleconference from a location within the
District’s jurisdictional boundaries. It was noted that this circumstance would create a lack of quorum and
necessitate the cancellation of said Board meeting.

22-04-43 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Vásquez and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vásquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of Directors
authorized staff to advertise the Division 3 vacancy; set a May 23, 2022 at 3:00 p.m.
deadilnefor receiving applications; and scheduled a Special Board meetingfor June 1,
2022for the purpose ofconducting interviews andpossibly selecting an appointee.

9. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY
WATER AUTHORITY

President Miller stated that there had not been a meeting ofthe San Diego County Water Authority
(Water Authority) Board of Directors since his last report. He reported that at the Metropolitan Water
District (MWD) Board meeting the Board approved the biennial budget for Fiscal Year (FY) 2023 and FY
2024 with five percent rate increases in calendar year (CY) 2023 and in CY 2024. He also reported that
funding was approved for the Sites Reservoir project in an amount not to exceed $20,000,000. Director
Miller provided a status update on the proposed Bay Delta Twin Tunnels project.
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10. MEETINGS AND EVENTS

Director Vásquez reported on his attendance at a virtual meeting of the Association of California
Water Agencies (ACWA) Region I 0 Board of Directors. He stated that Jose Martinez, General Manager of
Otay Water District, was selected to fill the vacancy on the Region I 0 Board. Director Vásquez reported
that he will be participating on the ad hoc committee to plan for this year’s ACWA Region 1 0 Program to
take place in August at a yet to be determined location.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at a meeting of the California Special Districts
Association (CSDA) Finance Corporation in which prospects for financing were discussed. She also
reported on the CSDA Board of Directors meeting she attended in which financial mailers were discussed
including membership fee revenue, approval ofthe audit and reallocation ofprofits to reserves and to the
advocacy fund.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at a virtual meeting of the San Diego Chapter
CSDA in which the CSDA Video Contest was discussed; with only three submittals received so far, the
submittal deadline was extended and ideas for increasing participation were discussed. Director MacKenzie
noted that the Vice Chair and Secretary positions are currently open on the San Diego Chapter CSDA Board
()l Directors.

Directors Miller and MacKenzie reported on their meeting with Bo Mazzetti and Geneva Lofton,
President and Vice President (respectively) ofthe San Luis Rey Indian Water Authority and La Vonne Peck
ofthe LaJolla Band ofLuiseño Indians concerning matters related to implementation ofthe San Luis Rey
Indian Water Rights Settlement.

Director MacKenzie requested authorization to attend a reception for the ACWA President Pam
Tobin and ACWA Vice President Cathy Green on April 21, 2022 in Laguna Hills.

President Miller requested authorization to attend the Fall ACWA Conference, November 29
through December 1 , 2022 in Indian Wells, and the Colorado River Water Users Association (CRWUA)
Conference, December 1 4- 1 6, 2022 in Las Vegas.

22-04-44 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Sanchez and unanimously
carried (4 ayes: Vásquez, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), Board of Directors
authorized the following attendances: Director MacKenzie to attend the reception for
ACWA President and Vice President on April 21, 2022 in Laguna Hills; President Miller
to attendthe FallACWA Conference, November 29 through December 1, 2022 in Indian
Wells, and the CRWUA Conference, December 14-16, 2022 in Las Vegas.

11. ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS AND/OR PRESS RELEASES

Director Sanchez commented that planning for the District’s 100th anniversary will begin in July
2022.

Director MacKenzie requested an agenda item for the Board to consider a resolution opposing the
“Taxpayer Protection and Government Accountability Act,” a statewide initiative measure to amend the
California Constitution which could limit the ability of the state and local governments to enact, modify, or
expand taxes, assessments, fees, and property-related charges.
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Director MacKenzie requested an agenda item for the Board to review its per diem amount.

12. COMMENTS BY DIRECTORS

The Board thanked General Counsel Mitchell for her informative and engaging Ethics Training the
previous day.

13. COMMENTS BY GENERAL COUNSEL

General Counsel Mitchell provided clarification for the Board regarding a case mentioned in the
prior day’s Ethics Training, Getz v. Superior Ct. ofElDorado City related to the California Public Records
Act.

14. COMMENTS BY GENERAL MANAGER

At Mr. Hodgkiss request, Mr. Smith provided a brief informational report regarding the status of
the San Pasqual Undergrounding Project, including photos (attached hereto as Exhibit B).

15. ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to come before the Board, President Miller adjourned the meeting
at 10:45 a.rn. in honor of Director Paul E. Dorey, who recently passed away.

SUBJECT: PAVING SERVICES 
 
RECOMMENDATION:  Authorize the General Manager to amend the existing agreement with Joe’s Paving, 
Inc. to provide paving services on District projects in an amount not to exceed $725,000. 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  On September 8, 2021, the Board authorized the General Manager to enter into an 
agreement with Joe’s Paving, Inc. to provide paving services on District projects for Fiscal Year 2022 in an 
amount not to exceed $600,000. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  The proposed amendment will increase the maximum agreement amount by $125,000 
from $600,000 to $725,000 for the Fiscal Year 2022.  
 
SUMMARY:  For the first three quarters of Fiscal Year 2022, the District has used approximately 86 percent 
(or $518,000) of the existing agreement amount with Joe’s Paving Inc.; increasing the agreement amount by 
$125,000 (from $600,000 to $725,000) is projected to capture paving services needed for the remainder of 
Fiscal Year 2022. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:  Annually, the District generates approximately 20,000 square feet of patch paving and 
requires pavement restoration services for over two miles of trench line to support the mainline replacement 
program.  In May 2021, the District advertised and solicited bids from 10 contractors to perform asphalt repair 
services for patch paving and mainline replacement projects. Contractors were required to bid on paving in 
incremental amounts as well as provide pricing for seal coating, striping, signage, curb and berm, and other 
related services; the District received four responsive bids from A.M. Ortega Construction, Inc., Joe’s Paving, 
Inc., LC Paving & Sealing, Inc. and SealRight Paving, Inc.  
 
Joe’s Paving, Inc. was awarded the annual agreement in September 2021 (as the second-lowest bidder) after 
SealRight Paving, Inc. requested to be relieved of their as-needed paving contract as they could not complete 
District assigned paving jobs in a timely manner due to staffing issues. As of the third quarter of Fiscal Year 2022, 
the District has used approximately $518,000 of the $600,000 as-needed agreement amount with Joe’s Paving, 
Inc. It is anticipated that another $125,000 is needed to capture paving services for the balance of the fiscal 
year.

RECOMMENDATION:  Acknowledge existing easements via Tract Map for a multi-family development 
known as Green Oak Villas, consisting of 107 townhomes on approximately 8.0 gross acres owned by Beazer 
Homes Holdings, LLC, located at the northeast corner of Sycamore Avenue and Green Oak Road within the

PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  On November 17, 2021, the Board approved the waterline project.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  None. 
 
SUMMARY:  Beazer Homes Holdings, LLC is in the process of developing 107 townhomes located at the 
northeast corner of Sycamore Avenue and Green Oak Road. The property is currently encumbered by Blanket 
Easements (B7), (S12) and (T2). As part of the subdivision, the owner is dedicating right-of-way to the City of 
Vista along Sycamore Avenue and Green Oak Road; acknowledgement of the easements will allow the owner 
to record the map with the County Recorder.

SUBJECT: GRANT OF RIGHT OF WAY AND QUITCLAIM DEED 
 
RECOMMENDATION:  Accept Grant of Right of Way (F39) and approve Quitclaim Deed (697) for a single-
family residential lot consisting of approximately 0.84 gross acres, owned by Dan Frame, located at 1017 La 
Rueda Road, Vista (LN 2021-036; APN 181-210-10; DIV NO 5). 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  On July 7, 1999, the Board accepted Grant of Right of Way (S141) and (H82). On 
November 17, 2021, the Board accepted Grant of Right of Way (F38).  
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  None. 
  
SUMMARY:  Acceptance of Grant of Right of Way (F39) via easement document and approval of Quitclaim 
Deed (697) will allow the District to secure a dedicated 25-foot specific easement along La Rueda Road and 
allow the owner to record the documents with the County Recorder. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:  Dan Frame is in the process of completing a boundary adjustment with the County of 
San Diego to revise the property lines for APNs 181-210-09 and 181-210-10 and develop two single-family 
residences.  Grant of Right of Way (F38) was dedicated for the new water meters to the site, and the locations 
need to be moved further west.  The acceptance of Grant of Right of Way (F39) and approval of Quitclaim 
Deed (697) will allow the new water meters to be located within a dedicated specific easement.

SUBJECT: SURVEY OF TRICOLOR BLACKBIRD ON DISTRICT LAND 
 
RECOMMENDATION:    Consider AECOM’s request for access to District lands on the Warner Ranch to perform 
biological surveys of the tricolor blackbird for the San Diego Management and Monitoring Program. 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:    None. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:    None. 
 
SUMMARY:    Through county-wide annual surveys of the tricolor blackbird (photograph below), the San Diego 
Management and Monitoring Program (SDMMP) is attempting to estimate population size, breeding status, and 
habitat quality with the goal of developing management recommendations for the tricolored blackbird. The SDMMP 
is funded through the San Diego Association of Governments’ Environmental Mitigation Program. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:    The tricolored blackbird (Agelaius tricolor) is a passerine bird native to California. It is highly 
social and gregarious and was considered the most abundant bird from San Diego to Los Angeles in the mid-19th Century. 
In the 1930’s the tricolored blackbird population was estimated in the millions; the current statewide population is 
estimated to be between 100,000 and 200,000. Federally, the tricolored blackbird is considered a Species of Conservation 
Concern; under the California Endangered Species Act, it is listed as Threatened. 
 
AECOM, a contractor for the SDMMP, is requesting to enter five sites on the Warner Ranch (see map next page) 
several times through the breeding season (May through June). Generally, two avian biologists will perform surveys 
on foot using field glasses and spotting scope, remaining at each site two to three hours.  
 
This request conforms to District guidelines in that it is likely to advance legitimate scientific and/or public interest 
objectives, and will not present any substantive interference with the activities of the District or its licensees. 
AECOM will coordinate with United States Geological Survey and Cleveland National Forest biologists to avoid 
conflict with surveys for the southwestern willow flycatcher and cowbird control activities at Lake Henshaw. If 
approved by the Board, AECOM will sign a standard District entry permit providing appropriate liability release.

SUBJECT: VACANCY OF DIRECTOR’S SEAT – DIVISION 3 
 
RECOMMENDATION:    Establish procedure for filling the Division 3 seat vacated on April 8, 2022. 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:    None.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT:    There will be no fiscal impact related to filling the vacancy via appointment or election.   
 
SUMMARY:    With the April 8, 2022 passing of Director Paul Dorey, a vacancy exists on the Board of Directors 
for Division 3.  Government Code §1780 provides a number of options which the Board could consider in bringing 
the Board up to its full complement.  These options are summarized below.  
 
DETAILED REPORT:    The first requirement of the District has been met.  On April 12, 2022, the District’s Board 
Secretary formally notified the San Diego County Registrar of Voters of the Division 3 vacancy.  At this point, 
Government Code §1780 allows the Board much discretion in filling the open position within 60 days following the 
effective date of the vacancy (by June 7, 2022).  Within that prescribed time period, the Board may fill the vacancy 
by: 
 

1. Appointing an eligible candidate.  Eligibility remains the same as if that person were to actually be running 
for the seat, i.e. he or she must reside within the boundaries of the Division to be served, and must be a 
registered voter. If the Board chooses to make an appointment, Government Code §1780 requires that the 
District post a notice of the vacancy in three or more conspicuous places in the District at least 15 days 
before the date the Board expects to make the appointment. In the past, vacancy notices have been posted 
at Vista city hall, Vista library and District office; additionally, the District has issued a news release 
regarding the vacancy and requested that the City of Vista and Vista Chamber of Commerce place 
information regarding the notice of vacancy in their e-newsletters and/or on their websites.   

 
This can be accomplished by conducting a search of eligible and qualified individuals (accepting 
applications, etc.) or by the simple appointment of someone known to the Board to be eligible and willing 
to serve. A draft notice of vacancy and instructions for applicants/statement of qualifications (based on the 
documents prepared in 2014 and 2017) are attached for reference. 

 
2. Call for an election.  Within 60 days of the vacancy effective date, the Board may call for an election, which 

would occur at the next general election.   
 
If the District Board fails to act to make an appointment or call for an election within 60 days, the decision-making 
authority will be turned over to County of San Diego Board of Supervisors who would then make an appointment 
or call for an election.  Because the vacancy occurred in the second half of Director Dorey’s term and at least 130 
days prior to the next general election, any person appointed to fill the vacancy would serve until the next general 
election in 2022.

GOVERNMENT CODE

Section  1780

1780. (a)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a vacancy in any elective
office on the governing board of a special district, other than those specified in Section
1781, shall be filled pursuant to this section.

(b)  The district shall notify the county elections official of the vacancy no later
than 15 days after either the date on which the district board is notified of the vacancy
or the effective date of the vacancy, whichever is later.

(c)  The remaining members of the district board may fill the vacancy either by
appointment pursuant to subdivision (d) or by calling an election pursuant to
subdivision (e).

(d)  (1)  The remaining members of the district board shall make the appointment
pursuant to this subdivision within 60 days after either the date on which the district
board is notified of the vacancy or the effective date of the vacancy, whichever is
later. The district shall post a notice of the vacancy in three or more conspicuous
places in the district at least 15 days before the district board makes the appointment.
The district shall notify the county elections official of the appointment no later than
15 days after the appointment.

(2)  If the vacancy occurs in the first half of a term of office and at least 130 days
prior to the next general district election, the person appointed to fill the vacancy shall
hold office until the next general district election that is scheduled 130 or more days
after the date the district board is notified of the vacancy, and thereafter until the
person who is elected at that election to fill the vacancy has been qualified. The person
elected to fill the vacancy shall hold office for the unexpired balance of the term of
office.

(3)  If the vacancy occurs in the first half of a term of office, but less than 130 days
prior to the next general district election, or if the vacancy occurs in the second half
of a term of office, the person appointed to fill the vacancy shall fill the balance of
the unexpired term of office.

(e)  (1)  In lieu of making an appointment the remaining members of the board may
within 60 days of the date the district board is notified of the vacancy or the effective
date of the vacancy, whichever is later, call an election to fill the vacancy.

(2)  The election called pursuant to this subdivision shall be held on the next
established election date provided in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 1000) of
Division 1 of the Elections Code that is 130 or more days after the date the district
board calls the election.

(f)  (1)  If the vacancy is not filled by the district board by appointment, or if the
district board has not called for an election within 60 days of the date the district board



is notified of the vacancy or the effective date of the vacancy, whichever is later, then
the city council of the city in which the district is wholly located, or if the district is
not wholly located within a city, the board of supervisors of the county representing
the larger portion of the district area in which the election to fill the vacancy will be
held, may appoint a person to fill the vacancy within 90 days of the date the district
board is notified of the vacancy or the effective date of the vacancy, whichever is
later, or the city council or board of supervisors may order the district to call an
election to fill the vacancy.

(2)  The election called pursuant to this subdivision shall be held on the next
established election date provided in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 1000) of
Division 1 of the Elections Code that is 130 or more days after the date the city council
or board of supervisors calls the election.

(g)  (1)  If within 90 days of the date the district board is notified of the vacancy
or the effective date of the vacancy, whichever is later, the remaining members of the
district board or the appropriate board of supervisors or city council have not filled
the vacancy and no election has been called for, then the district board shall call an
election to fill the vacancy.

(2)  The election called pursuant to this subdivision shall be held on the next
established election date provided in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 1000) of
Division 1 of the Elections Code that is 130 or more days after the date the district
board calls the election.

(h)  (1)  Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, if the number of
remaining members of the district board falls below a quorum, then at the request of
the district secretary or a remaining member of the district board, the appropriate
board of supervisors or the city council shall promptly appoint a person to fill the
vacancy, or may call an election to fill the vacancy.

(2)  The board of supervisors or the city council shall only fill enough vacancies
by appointment or by election to provide the district board with a quorum.

(3)  If the vacancy occurs in the first half of a term of office and at least 130 days
prior to the next general district election, the person appointed to fill the vacancy shall
hold the office until the next general district election that is scheduled 130 or more
days after the date the district board is notified of the vacancy, and thereafter until
the person who is elected at that election to fill the vacancy has been qualified. The
person elected to fill the vacancy shall hold office for the unexpired balance of the
term of office.

(4)  If the vacancy occurs in the first half of a term of office, but less than 130 days
prior to the next general district election, or if the vacancy occurs in the second half
of a term of office, the person appointed to fill the vacancy shall fill the balance of
the unexpired term of office.

(5)  The election called pursuant to this subdivision shall be held on the next
established election date provided in Chapter 1 (commencing with Section 1000) of



Division 1 of the Elections Code that is held 130 or more days after the date the city
council or board of supervisors calls the election.
